The deposit includes membership of the “Sussex Ski Special” club and can be paid by cheque, cash or bank transfer 
using the information you can obtain by phone or e-mail.  We can now take payment by PAYPAL from visitors to our 
web site, which in effect gives you the option of using a credit card if you wish.  
Our prices have been calculated on current currency exchange rates and will only change if the Euro becomes 
worth more than 90p (at the moment it’s around 87p) – in which case we reserve the right to make a small 
adjustment to reflect our increased costs.  
 Considering the comprehensive nature of our package, particularly the inclusion of a ski pass covering 8 days and 
the wealth of experience we can offer you with our guidance on the slopes, within the informal group skiing that is a 
feature of our expeditions, our value for money remains unbeatable!
